
Template: Accessibility Requirements / Section 508 language to be added to Procurement docs

The [project/work] must conform to the the accessibility standards for electronic and information technology (EIT) as outlined in Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 as amended in 1998 (Section 508), including parts from 1194.21, 1194.22, 1194.23, 1194.25, 1194.26, 1194.31, and 1194.41. Section 508 requires Federal agencies to purchase EIT that meet specific accessibility standards.

The [digital media/project] must [also] conform to the World Wide Web Consortium-Web Accessibility Initiative's (W3C-WAI) Web Content Accessibility Guidelines (WCAG) 2.0 A, AA, and select AAA standards, in addition to applicable Section 508 requirements. The [digital media/project] must use well-formed, semantic code, including HTML5, CSS3, unobtrusive scripting/progressive enhancement, and WAI-ARIA.

Additionally, if applicable, any products used or produced must conform to the Communications, Video, and Accessibility Act (CVAA) and the World Wide Web Consortium's Authoring Tool Accessibility Guidelines (ATAG) 2.0.

The deliverables must be accessible and usable with assistive technologies. The [agency/company] staff will provide the contractor with the specific accessibility standards that apply to the project, determine if the the site conforms to these accessibility standards, and determine if the deliverables are usable with assistive technologies. The [agency/company] reserves the right to reject deliverables that fail to meet these requirements. The remediation, and the additional expenses for remediation, of any materials that do not conform with the applicable standards, as set forth in the [SOW/RFP/PWS], will be the responsibility of the contractor.

Regardless of format, all deliverables must conform to applicable accessibility and usability standards to allow Federal employees and members of the public with disabilities to access information that is comparable to information provided to persons without disabilities. The [agency/company] will provide guidance on how the [contractor] can comply with these standards.

During the project, the contractor will work closely with the [agency/company] staff to ensure all [agency/company] accessibility, usability, technical, and security standards, and other processes and procedures are followed. This working relationship will continue through full production.
